Description 
 
The Telecommunications mast is located adjacent to the A12 in the village of 
Darsham just north of Saxmundham, Suffolk.  The site comprises 
approximately 119m², together with rights of access off the A12.

Vodafone Ltd. 
 
Lease Terms 
 
The lease commenced on the 19 January 1999 and runs for 17 years, 
expiring on the 18th January 2016.  Copies of the lease can be obtained from 
the Vendor’s Agents.  The main terms are: 
 

·  Demise – See attached Plan 1. 
 
·  Rent Passing – The current rent passing is £5,500 per annum, which 

was agreed on the 19th January 2003. 
 

·  Rent Reviews – The Lease provides for rent reviews to take place on 
every third anniversary of the term date. The rent review provisions 
allow for the rent to be increased either in accordance with the increase 
in the Retail Prices Index or by the increase in the Open Market Rent, 
whichever is the greater. 
A review was undertaken in January 2008 and the current rent passing 
is £6414.12 per annum.  

 
·  Equipment Rights – Up to 12 directional antennae, one 600mm 

diameter dish, and an 18m lattice tower. There is a 28m³ equipment 
cabinet. 

 
·  Landlord & Tenant Act 1954 – The agreement is not contracted out of 

the security of tenure provisions of this Act. 
 

·  The Lease provides for the tenant to permit Orange Plc to erect 6 
antennae at 15 metres and with prior written consent additional site 
sharers may be permitted, subject to the payment of an additional rent 
equating to 30% of all rentals.   

 
·  In respect of the Orange Plc equipment the Landlord receives an
