A turned staircase leads to the first floor, where there are three
bedrooms, including the generously proportioned principal
bedroom, which features built-in storage. The two further
bedrooms, family bathroom and separate shower room complete
this floor. Stairs continue to the second floor, where there are two
additional bedrooms, a home office (which could serve as a sixth
bedroom), and a useful loft storage room.

The property is set in a highly desirable location on Grayswood
Road, within easy reach of Haslemere High Street and the
mainline station. Haslemere offers a wide variety of boutique
shopping, restaurants, a Waitrose supermarket, and recreational
facilities, with fast trains reaching London Waterloo in
approximately 53 minutes. The A3 London to Portsmouth road
lies about three miles distant, providing access through the
Hindhead Tunnel to Guildford, London, Heathrow, Gatwick, the
M25, and south to the coast. Sporting and leisure pursuits are
well catered for, with golf at Liphook and West Surrey, racing

at Goodwood and Fontwell, polo at Cowdray Park, sailing off
the south coast at Chichester, and countryside walks across the
Surrey Hills.
