Bentley, Suffolk



A charming period family home set within enclosed gardens, 
with swimming pool in a popular village location.

The property
Believed to date back to the 17th Century, The Old 
Forge is a stunning family home, surprisingly not 
listed, offering light-filled and flexible accommodation 
arranged over two floors. Benefitting from period 
features throughout including beautifully exposed 
beams and inglenook fireplaces, the property is 
surrounded by beautiful gardens, offering a luxurious 
swimming pool and various zones for outdoor 
entertaining.   

The three reception rooms to the ground floor have 
been configured beautifully for family entertaining, 
and provide versatility and flexibility throughout. The 
ground floor can be accessed by two separate and 
welcoming entrance halls, both of which offer access 
to the dining room which features exposed wooden 
beams and ample surfaces perfect for dining 
entertainment.  There is a useful front aspect study 
(which can also be used for storage) on the left hand 
side, beyond which is a spacious sitting room with a 
wood burner and sliding doors leading out to the 
garden. 

The drawing room hosts an open fireplace and 
attractive period features, along with access to the 
rear gardens. The light and wonderfully-proportioned 
kitchen/breakfast room offers an impressive AGA and 
a range of wall and base units as well as a kitchen 
island with hob. Completing the ground floor is a 
cloakroom and a utility room, as well as a useful cellar.

The first floor is accessed by two separate staircases, 
offering privacy and convenience. One staircase rises 
from the central hallway and leads to the principal 
bedroom, which offers gorgeous views across the 
village and countryside beyond, and this room has the 
use of a fabulous  shower room. There are four further 
bedrooms that can also be accessed from the 
secondary staircase, and all have access to a 
substantial family shower room. The bedrooms offer 
versatility as well as practicality, with views from 
multiple aspects from the first floor.

Outside
The Old Forge is a stunning period home set back on a 
quiet lane, with several outbuildings including a 
double garage. The house is approached via a large, 
gravelled driveway providing ample space for parking 
for several cars, and there are two convenient 
entrances to the house from both the driveway and 
the front garden. The beautifully manicured rear 
gardens are wonderfully secluded and feature a range 
of mature trees and shrubs as well as multiple areas 
for outdoor entertaining. There is a large swimming 
pool behind a removable picket fence, which takes 
into consideration both entertainment and safety. 

Location
The Old Forge is enviably located within the desirable 
village of Bentley, and set off a peaceful lane just 
outside the heart of the village itself. Bentley offers  
numerous amenities including 'The Case is Altered' 
pub, a village shop, playground and primary school. 

The village is conveniently located to Ipswich which 
offers fantastic connections into London via the A12 
and Ipswich train station. Manningtree is also on the 
direct line to London Liverpool Street, and both offer a 
multitude of amenities, leisure opportunities and 
shopping. 

Bentley is also located close to some of Suffolk's most 
sought-after secondary schools including The Royal 
Hospital School, Ipswich High School and Ipswich 
School. The historical town of Colchester is also within 
12 miles of Bentley and offers additional transport 
options as well as further highly regarded schooling.
