The property

Hazeldene is a handsome period semi-detached home 
with a wealth of attractive original details, combined 
with stylish contemporary fittings throughout. Outside 
there is buff-coloured brickwork with red brick 
dressing and large sash windows, while inside the 
accommodation comprises four bedrooms and four 
comfortable reception rooms with a stylish elegance 
to the finish throughout.

At the front of the ground floor, the formal sitting 
room provides an appealing space in which to relax, 
and features corniced ceilings, a tall sash bay window, 
a handsome fireplace and built-in shelving and 
cupboard space. There is also an office or family room, 
while the heart of the home is the extended, open-
plan kitchen and dining room at the rear. This social 
living and entertaining room has wooden flooring, a 
skylight overhead and bi-fold doors opening to the 
rear garden, while offering space for a large family 
dining table. 

The kitchen itself has shaker-style fitted units, a 
breakfast bar and a range cooker, with an adjoining 
utility room providing further useful storage and space 
for appliances. Connecting to the dining area in an 
open layout, the airy snug offers additional 
comfortable living space, with a large skylight 
overhead welcoming plenty of natural light.

The first floor has three well-presented double 
bedrooms, each of which has built-in wardrobes, 
including the generous principal bedroom, which is 
located at the front of the first floor and benefits from 
a dual aspect. There are also two family shower rooms 
on the first floor, both of which have modern suites 
with floor-to-ceiling tiling and walk-in showers with 
rainfall shower heads. Stairs continue to the second 
floor, where there is a further double bedroom with 
built-in storage, and a single bedroom, which is ideal 
for use as a study.

The main gardens are found to the side of the house, 
where there is timber decking for al fresco dining and 
an outdoor kitchen with a built-in barbecue, plus an 
area of lawn with border fencing and hedgerows. 

At the end of the gardens there is a further sunny area 
of decking on which to relax, as well as a versatile 
building providing summer house or garden office 
with southwest-facing bi-fold doors welcoming plenty 
of natural light.

Location
Set within the peaceful North Downs countryside, the 
village of Knockholt offers a tranquil rural setting with 
convenient local amenities. 

The village includes essentials such as village shop 
and a traditional pub, The Three Horseshoes and 
popular Coolings Garden Centre with cafe, alongside 
historic highlights including the 13th century St. 
Katharine’s Church and extensive woodland walks 
within the renowned Knockholt Pound, a popular 
destination for nature lovers and ramblers. Sevenoaks, 
a short distance away, provides a comprehensive 
range of shops, restaurants and services,    

The surrounding area offers plentiful opportunities for 
outdoor recreation, from scenic trails to local sports 
facilities, Transport connections are good, with nearby 
rail services at Knockholt, Chelsfield, and Shoreham 
providing access to central London and the wider 
region, while mainline services from Orpington and 
Sevenoaks offer faster and more frequent trains.
