The property
Located just 60 metres from Boulters Lock, in an 
exclusive Maidenhead cul-de-sac, this property 
combines space, security, and a prime residential 
location, and offers a flexible layout designed for 
luxurious living and effortless entertaining. It is 
particularly well-suited for multi-generational families, 
boasting extensive accommodation and significant 
potential for further expansion, with planning 
permission for a conservatory, detached summer 
house, and carport.  
 
Beyond the existing living space, a generous loft area 
offers the potential for additional rooms (subject to 
building regulations), while the current games room 
includes a finished bonus room above.

 
The ground floor opens with a reception hall leading 
to a triple-aspect family room with a contemporary 
fireplace and direct garden access. A formal dining 
room enjoys garden views, complemented by a sleek, 
modern kitchen fitted with a comprehensive range of 

units and integrated appliances. There is also a dual 
aspect breakfast room featuring bi-folding doors 
opening out to a sun terrace, and a staircase rising to 
the games room/fifth bedroom that benefits from a 
balcony overlooking the rear gardens and offers 
flexible space for a variety of uses. The ground floor 
further comprises a study, utility room, shower room, 
and a cloakroom. 

The first floor hosts a principal suite with an en-suite 
bath/shower room, a second en-suite bedroom, and 
two additional bedrooms served by a family 
bathroom.

Planning: Detached garden room is approved under 
application number 17/02926 on 22nd September 
2017. Conservatory approved under application 
number 1702927 on 22nd September 2017.

Both of above under Certificate of Lawfulness General 
Permitted Development so there is no time scale to 
implement. Planning: Prospective purchasers are 
advised that they should make their own enquiries to 
the local planning authority.

Within striking distance of Boulters Lock, an exceptional gated family house 
offering flexible living space, perfect for multi-generational families. With a garden 
studio, double garage with kitchenette, shower, cloakroom and large storage area, 
and planning permission for expansion, it is an excellent 'forever home'.

To the front, a secure carriage driveway sits behind 
twin electric wrought iron gates, providing access to a 
double garage and ample space for parking. The 
garage is uniquely equipped with its own kitchenette, 
shower and cloakroom, and there is an adjoining 
storage room with bi-folding doors opening out to the 
garden. A detached garden room, equipped with 
power, could be utilised as a gym, studio, or music 
room. The landscaped gardens are beautifully 
maintained to front and rear, with a paved terrace 
spanning the rear of the house, creating excellent 
outdoor space for hosting. 

Location
Horton Close is situated within striking distance of the 
River Thames and Boulters Lock and conveniently 
placed for Maidenhead town centre and its excellent 
shopping facilities. The towns of Reading, Windsor, 
Eton, Henley-on-Thames and Bray, are within a 10 mile 
radius and offer a more extensive range of facilities. 

Sporting and Leisure amenities in the area include the 

Magnet Leisure Centre in Maidenhead, golf at 
numerous courses including Maidenhead and Marlow; 
horse racing at Windsor and Ascot; boating and 
sailing on the River Thames.

Excellent shopping facilities may be found in 
Maidenhead and Windsor and leisure amenities in the 
area include the Magnet Leisure Centre in Maidenhead; 
golf at Sunningdale, Wentworth, Maidenhead and 
Marlow; horse racing at Windsor and Ascot; boating 
and sailing on the River Thames.
For the commuter, London Paddington can be reached 
by train from Taplow and Maidenhead Stations (both 
served by the Elizabeth Line). The A404 is within easy 
reach and links with both the M40 (J4) and the M4 
(J8/9), which provide access to Heathrow, London, 
The West Country and the M25.

The area is fortunate to have some well-regarded 
schools, both in the state and independent sectors, 
including Newlands Girls’ School, Highfield 
Preparatory School, St. Piran’s, Claires Court, Caldicott 
and Borlase.
