Leverstock is an imposing and characterful residence,
thought to have been built in the 1930s. This property
provides an exciting opportunity for sympathetic
refurbishment, offering scope to create a truly
wonderful home for the modern family.

The house features a red brick facade with attractive
mock Tudor timber detailing and decorative brickwork
under a pitched clay tiled roof, complemented by
traditional leaded windows. The traditional feel
continues inside, with a spacious hallway, off which
the main reception rooms are conveniently arranged.
The sitting room is a wonderful space featuring
exposed beams and a traditional brick fireplace fitted
with a gas fire, perfect for cosy evenings at home. It
flows through to a light-filled conservatory providing
access to the garden, a delightful area for enjoying the
leafy outlook. The kitchen/breakfast room is accessed
via a cosy through-room with space for sitting and
relaxing. It is fitted with shaker-style cabinetry and
benefits from a range of integrated appliances,
including a double oven and gas hob.

There is room for a table for family dining, with an
outlook over the garden. The dining room provides a
formal entertaining space and is equally characterful,
with a dual aspect and exposed beams.

Upstairs, the principal bedroom benefits from built-in
storage, and there are three further bedrooms, one
of which is a generous double. All are served by a
modern family shower room and a separate WC.

It is bordered by mature
hedging and shrubs and provides access to a
detached garage with a concertina door. A side gate
leads to the spacious rear garden, which is fully centre with indoor swimming pool, rugby, tennis,
enclosed by mature hedging and fencing to give a bowling and cricket clubs, together with three golf
wonderful leafy aspect and a strong sense of seclusion  courses.
